» Having sufficient OSW resources with clear
responsibilities for the implementation, promotion and
monitoring the progress.

* Maintaining and further developing the practises for
transparent reporting across the Group. Analysing
and utilizing the findings from the OSW reports
appropriately to ensure continuous improvement of
our operations.

* Active and systematic follow-up of the progress
towards the set OSW targets.

» Evaluating our performance in comparison to the
OSW development of other companies in similar
operational environments and to the best available
practices.
